Kreh, which was scheduled for a combat mission., While taxiing out to take-off,
the aircraft ran over the pile of asphalt end rock, damaging tone left prop, toe

left wheel ran over the pile which depressed the rignt wing and engine nacelle
to the extent that the right prop hit the taxi strip,

The windsiield and windows of the pilots cockpit and gunners compartment
were iced meking visibility very poor. The obstruction was placed on the taxi
